b Installing the stand

Follow the illustrations and textual instructions below to complete the installation steps:

1. Carefully place your TV face-down (face-up for 50"/55"/58"/65" models) on a soft, flat
surface to prevent damage to the TV or scratching to the screen.

2. Take out the 2 stands from the accessory bag and then insert the stands into the bottom
slots of the TV.

b Installing the wall mount bracket

Before you follow the third-party manufacturer instructions to attach the wall mount, be sure
to do the following things:

1. Place the TV on a clean, safe and cushioned surface.
2. Remove the TV stands if you have already attached them.

3. Take the nuts out of the accessory bag and tighten the nuts into the holes of the back
cover (See Fig. 1). (only for 50"/55"/65")

4. Place spacers (not included) between the TV and the bracket (See Fig. 2).

b Installing Batteries in the Remote Control

B 1. Slide the back cover to open the battery compartment
of the remote control.

2. Insert two AAA size batteries. Make sure to match
the (+) and ( - ) ends of the batteries with the (+)
and ( - ) ends indicated in the battery compartment.

3. Close the battery compartment with the cover.

Dispose of your batteries in a designated disposal area.
Do not mix battery types or combine used batteries with new ones.

Remove depleted batteries immediately to prevent battery acid from leaking into the
battery compartment.

If you do not intend to use the remote control for a long time, remove the batteries.
Leaving a battery in an extremely high temperature surrounding environment that can
result in an explosion or the leakage of flammable liquid or gas.

If an unknown error occurred in the remote control while the battery power is normal,
you can take out the batteries, press any key for 1~2 seconds, and insert them back.
Then the remote control will work normally.
