1. One person holds the side of the TV, and the others remove the side cushions. Do not
pinch the screen when hold the TV.

2. Insert the TV base stands into the bottom slots on your TV. Use the screws provided to
secure each base stand tightly.

3. It takes three persons to transport the TV. The weight of TV with base stands is 140.0
Ibs (63.5 kg), the furniture where the TV is placed should be tough enough to support.
Please make sure the width of the furniture is above 18.9 inches (480 mm).

b Installing the Wall Mount Bracket

Before mounting the TV, remove the TV stand if you have already attached it, and make sure the
wall mount bracket supports the weight of your TV.
